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I wasn’t kidding.  You were intended to be 
great!  When I said that this past Sunday, I 
meant every word of it, and I’ll continue to 
believe every word of it.  It is easy for me to 
believe that because Jesus has clarified for us 
this notion of greatness.  In His eyes true 
greatness is not about privilege - it’s about 
responsibility; it’s not about how much we 
can get - it’s about giving; it’s not about how 
high we can ascend above others - it’s about 
how low we are willing to go to lift others 
up.  God’s Word to us is this, “If you have 
any encouragement from being united with 
Christ, if any comfort from His love, if any 
fellowship with the Spirit, if any tenderness 
and compassion, then make my joy complete 
by being like-minded, having the same love, 
being one in spirit and purpose…Each of you 
should look not only to your own interests 
but also to the interests of others.  Your atti-
tude should be the same as that of Christ Je-
sus.  Who, being in very nature God, made 
Himself nothing, taking the very nature of a 
servant…”  (Philippians 2:1-7) 
 
There at the Last Supper, Jesus was explicit, 
“But I am among you as one who serves.”  
The greatest person to ever walk the planet, 
the One we literally date history by, came to 
us and served – even unto death on the 
Cross.  Yes, true greatness is embodied in 
service, and all of us have been created to 
serve.  You were intended to be great! 

 
Joy wells up within when we think of the 
great ones in our lives.  They all gave of 
themselves, didn’t they?  Joy was our ex-
perience when we heard about little 4 year 
old, Evan, who got excited about helping 
others he has never met and proceeded to 
raise $1.50 selling lemonade.  In doing so, 
he inspired the rest of Vacation Bible 
School to raise the largest amount of mis-
sion money raised during that week in the 
two decades plus that Linda Bynum has 
been involved. 
 
My hope is that Evan’s desire to serve will 
inspire young and old alike.  This coming 
weekend (August 15-17) our Global Out-
reach Weekend begins at 7:00 pm, Friday 
night.  We will be inspired, encouraged, and 
challenged to recognize that our greatest 
work is unfinished.  I believe our time to-
gether will revolutionize our focus as a 
church.  Yes, God wants us to be great.  We 
have the greatest news in the world.  And 
we serve God and one another by being 
available to accomplish God’s purpose for 
our lives.  I plan to be involved and I invite 
you to be involved.  Great things will unfold 
as we allow God to have His way in our 
lives.

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" . . . if anyone is in Christ, he is a 
new creation; the old has gone, the 
new has come" (2 Cor.

When this kind of lifestyle is present 
in our lives, Jesus said that people 
will see our good works — our differ-
ent attitude and perspective — and 
will glorify our heavenly Father 
(Matt. 5:16). And as we seek His 
kingdom first and foremost, we have 
His promise that He will provide 
what we need (Matt. 6:33). 
 
As others observe you and your life-
style, do they see any difference 
because of your faith in the Lord 
Jesus Christ? As they observe your 
relationship to "things," especially to 
money, do they realize you are a 
manager, a steward, and not an 
owner? Or stated another way, is 
the manner in which you handle 
money and material possessions a 
testimony to your faith in Christ?

Who does your life 
imitate?  Years ago the lives of saints 
were helpful in inspiring young people to 
Christ.  Young people starve for ideals to 
imitate or create their own heroes, most 
far from saintly.  Joseph F. Girzone 
points out the fact that spiritual growth 
needs nourishment and encouragement in 
Never Alone found in your FUMC Li-
brary in the 249 Section.  He also au-
thored the Joshua books found in the 
Fiction Section. 
 
Spiritual growth is a process developed 
through phases just like any other kind of 
growth.  Real spirituality starts by find-
ing God, maybe feebly at first.  God uses 
all kinds of situations to lead us to Him-
self.  Jesus presence in our souls is the 
essence of Christian spirituality.  Most 
people think they grow close to God by 
performing religious practices and doing 
religious things.  That is not spirituality.   
 
We are used to being in control of our 
lives.  We’ve been taught to be independ-
ent, self-reliant, and responsible so it is 
hard to “let go and let God.”  We can do 
nothing without Him because He is the 
key to life’s mystery.  We need Him and 
He needs us to fulfill His own plans.   
 
Spirituality is being in touch with our 
inner self, who we are, what we are, how 
we think and feel, how we relate to the 
world around us; and how all these things 
connect us with God as the center of our 
lives.  “Real dignity is in the beauty of 
your soul.  It is what you are inside.” 
 
Girzone stresses that forgiven sin no 
longer exists.  All is new; but you are 
human and you will make mistakes.  God 
still loves you.  You learned to walk by 
falling a few times and being picked up 
and urged to try it again.  God will pick 
you up again and again. 
 
Look for this book in your FUMC Li-
brary and glean its valuable guidance to a 
richer spiritual life equal to no other.

BRINGING GOD’S TRUTH 
TO HIS PEOPLE 

It is almost impossible to grasp the full 
impact of Dr. Tackett’s “The Truth Pro-
ject” without actually hearing and see-
ing him in his classroom. Therefore, it 
is even more difficult to describe the 
study in a way which conveys its 
uniqueness and Dr. Tackett’s passion 
for teaching God’s Truth—the only 
Truth that transforms and renews.
