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Mention has been made of our Hope for the City 
initiative and our Global Outreach Weekend 
coming up.  Some of you are already plugged in; 
others of you are scratching your heads.  So a 
“heads-up” is in order. 
 

First and foremost, let’s pray.  God is clear on 
this; He wants us to pray.  Some are quick to 
point out that God knows all things, so why do 
we need to pray?  Indeed, this is a great question, 
one we all do well to ponder.  If God is omnis-
cient and knows what we need before we ask, 
why do we need to pray?  Could it be that God is 
more interested in prayer for reasons beyond sup-
posedly finding out what we think we need?  
Does God desire to be related to in ways that 
don’t relegate His status to that of a Divine bell-
hop?  I think so.  His Word to us is clear; God 
desires a personal relationship with you, with me, 
and with every person we have ever encountered.  
Sharing with others is essential for relationships.  
Talking, listening, reflecting, yes, sharing.  When 
Jesus wrapped up the whole Decalogue brought 
down from Mt. Sinai by Moses by saying, “Love 
the Lord your God with all your heart and with 
all your soul and with all your mind, and love 
your neighbor as yourself,” I assure you He had 
right relationships in mind.  And He wants us to 
share.  So let’s begin by praying that we are 
rightly related to Him and to one another. 
 

Jesus was clear about His parting desire when He 
commissioned us to “go and make disciples of all 
…” I’m sure He included those in Plymouth and 
the surrounding Detroit area when He issued His 
Great Commission.  For those of us who truly 
love Jesus and those He has surrounded us with, 
this is a tall order.  So we pray.  And we invite 

the Holy Spirit to guide us in our response.  And 
we invite the Holy Spirit to guide those around 
us in their response to His ongoing activity in 
our midst. 
 

Following church on Sunday, July 27 some of us 
will stay in the sanctuary and pray for our com-
munity.  Others will be given maps and in teams 
of two and three proceed to prayer-walk the sur-
rounding vicinity.  Encountering those who are 
home, we will ask them how we can be praying 
for them and their loved ones.  We will share 
ways that our church family is willing to help 
them.  And we hope they will appreciate the fact 
that we are not religious wackos, but rather folks 
who sincerely care.  If they are not home, we 
will leave a door hanger with the same informa-
tion, and as we walk we will pray for each 
home, business, and school we pass by.  “I urge, 
then, first of all, that requests, prayers, interces-
sion and thanksgiving be made for everyone … 
that we may live peaceful and quiet lives in all 
godliness and holiness.  This is good and pleases 
God our Savior, who wants all men to be saved 
and to come to a knowledge of the truth.”  (I 
Timothy 2:1-4)  I assure you that you don’t want 
to miss this Sunday.  Our guest speaker, Dr. 
Tom Grassano, coupled with the special music 
provided by the Village Voices, will inspire and 
encourage us in ways you will not want to miss. 
 

We invite you to mark the weekend of August 
15-17 on your calendar.  I’ll say more about the 
Global Outreach Weekend in the next Beacon, 
but again, you will find yourself being inspired 
and encouraged by your participation in the new 
thing God is doing here.
