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As we find ourselves in the throes of change, 
God remains interested in changing each one 
of us – for the better.  Looking over our shoul-
der, the stories abound, giving reason for us to 
believe ours is a God able and willing to help 
us change.  One of those involves Clint Dennis. 
 
Clint had come to a point in his life when he 
was convinced he was missing something im-
portant.  Convinced that the church on the hill-
side close to his home in North Phoenix might 
hold something in store for him, he arrived one 
morning in the midst of unusual things taking 
place.  The choir room was filled with mem-
bers putting on long robes, tying ropes around 
their waists, and wrapping headdresses around 
their heads.  “Come be a part of the mob,” a 
stranger said to him. 
 
The church was reenacting the Crucifixion in 
costume.  Like some others, Clint agreed to 
participate as a member of the crowd yelling, 
“Crucify Him! Crucify Him.”  But before the 
reenactment began to take place, another 
stranger approached Clint, informing him that 
the person who was to play the part of the thief 
on the cross next to Jesus had failed to show 
up.  “Would you take his place?” the stranger 
asked. 
 
When Clint agreed to do so, he was shown to 
the cross where he would look on as Christ 
died.  Just then, something about Clint’s man-
ner caught a member’s eye.  He turned to Clint 
and asked, “Have you ever asked Jesus to for-

give your sins?” 
 
“No,” Clint replied softly, “but that’s why I 
came here.”  There beneath the cross, they 
prayed, and Clint asked Jesus to come into his 
heart.  His life was changed. 
 
What the church didn’t know then was that 
Clint had been in prison for ten years.  Even 
after his release he had gone on stealing cars 
and trucks until he could no longer stand the 
emptiness in his life.  He was a thief, but at 
last he was welcomed into God’s Kingdom by 
the same Jesus who had welcomed another 
thief over two thousand years ago. 
 
My prayer for each one of us is that we might 
trust beyond all doubting in our God who 
rules above, and obey without question, as we 
rest in His love.  God will provide enough 
light for every step along the way and His 
grace is amazing, providing strength for each 
new day. 
 
Again, I invite you to mark your calendars for 
some great opportunities for us to grow in 
God’s grace with our Hope for the City initia-
tive beginning in worship July 27 and our 
Global Outreach Weekend beginning Friday, 
August 15 at 7:00pm.  Maybe you would want 
to miss these occasions, but I assure you of 
something significant in both instances.
