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From the desk of Dr. John Grenfell Il

The Psalmist declares, “I will bless the
Lord at all times; His praise shall con-
tinually be in my mouth. My soul makes
its boast in the Lord.” (Psalm 34:1-2)
There is something instructive in the
Psalms for every last one of us. We
benefit from conscious effort to consider
the conditions of life experienced by the
author as a source of inspiration for the
various Psalms at our disposal. One thing
is sure; there is a Psalm for every human
situation. Moments of trial and tragedy,
moments of glory and praise, all find ex-
pression in this Hebrew book of prayer.

All so often a writer will build to a cli-
max and then conclude the matter; this
Psalm provides a contrast to that more
familiar style. Here we find the Psalmist
presenting his conclusion at the outset,
giving us reason to read through the
Psalm to discover reasons for beginning
in such manner. In doing so, we find the
author beset with all kinds of fears, and
we wonder if our own fears might out-
weigh those of the Psalmist. We think
that if the author had only known our
situations, he would have never sug-
gested that one praise God at all times.
Life is just too hard.

We discover in this Psalm that the Lord
delivers us from our fears as a result of

our seeking the Lord. How easy it is to
pursue a path of ridding our fears more
passionately than to seek the Lord. The
Psalmist discovered that when he found
the Lord, he found release from the grip
all his fears had on him. Ours is a God
who chooses to save us in the storms of
life, rather than saving us from the storms
of life. And He inhabits the praise of His
people.

Maybe we need to abandon our stereo-
typical images about praising God.
Maybe we can begin to discern the value
of focusing our minds and thought upon
God’s perfection rather than our weak-
nesses. “Continual praise” involves turn-
ing our attention towards God when there
is a lull in our days and activity.

Will you join me in striving to focus our
lives upon God and His perfection,
whereby we might allow Him to inhabit
us to His praise and glory? Iknow, I
know, this can all sound so pious and
even sappy. Unless of course, we sin-
cerely desire such. May we be real in all
that we do, especially in this matter of
being the people of God.

Principles

"Moreover, when God gives any man
wealth and possessions, and enables him
to enjoy them, to accept his lot and be
happy in his work — this is a gift of
God" (Eccl. 5:19).

Don't you just love gifts? There is great
satisfaction both in getting gifts and in
giving them. Since we are created in the
image of God, it stands to reason that He
also must take great delight in giving and
receiving gifts.

All that we have comes from His hand,
but in particular, Solomon indicated that
money and riches and the ability to enjoy
them are gifts from God. In other words,
God gives us that which is rightfully His,
and then He allows us the enjoyment of
wealth and money. As we enjoy what He
has entrusted to us, no doubt He takes
great pleasure in our enjoyment if our
actions are in conformity to His Word
and His will.

How can we be sure that our enjoyment
of money and wealth is according to
God's plan? The Bible contains a great
deal of specific instruction as to how we
are to use money, but this guiding princi-
ple is to motivate our entire lives, includ-
ing the use and enjoyment of wealth: "So
whether you eat or drink or whatever you
do, do it all for the glory of God" (1 Cor.
10:31).

There's nothing wrong with money.
There's nothing wrong with enjoying the
things that money can buy. Solomon was
correct when he said that both are gifts
from God. The key is to use money in
such a way that our enjoyment will bring
glory to God. One of the primary ways to
do that is to give to the Lord and His
work here at Plymouth First United
Methodist Church.

During the past few months, have you
kept God's glory — especially giving to
Him — as the number one priority in
your use of money? Or have other things
taken the place of your giving to God?
