Profound gratitude attends the way of
Easter people. Of all people, we are the
ones who live with hope. Real hope.
Not the kind that employs words that are
gray with disappointment. You know.
The ones sounding like, “ We were hop-
ing he would be released,” or “I thought
the interview had gone well, but ...”

Such was the case for two travelers on
their way to Emmaus. Folks living with
shattered dreams. Heavy in thought and
conversation, they walked with heavy
hearts. Hoping Jesus was going to re-
store Israel to her earthly position of
power, they traveled in dejection. And
in doing so, they failed to recognize the
One Who traveled with them for their
dreams had died with this One on the
Cross. Jesus was crucified, dead, and
buried. Or so they thought.

Yes, it is a compelling story found at the
end of Luke’s Gospel. We do well to
mine the story for the gems applicable to
our’s. How often we find ourselves
traveling in disappointment, laden with
shattered dreams and failing to recog-
nize the One traveling with us. Our
problem is not so much that God doesn’t
give us what we hope for, as it is that we

don’t know the right thing for which to
hope.

Far more than a favor performed, true
hope resides in that realm exposed in Em-
maus. Reaching out to take a piece of
bread and all of a sudden realizing that the
hands from which it is offered are pierced
and scarred. Realizing that the dead is
alive.

God loves to surprise us. In those mo-
ments we find ourselves trudging along
wondering what kind of God would let us
down like this, we need to muster the re-
solve to look around and within. That
same so-called stranger on the road to
Emmaus still journeys alongside those
enroute to their respective destinations.
Easter people enjoy His company. They
delight in the surprises He provides along
the way. And they share His love and
light with all those they encounter.

May yours be a zany, adventurous reli-
ance on Almighty God, for our hope as
Easter people has its reasons. Jesus is
alive and He journeys with us.
